To coincide with The Cancer Council ‘s “The Biggest Morning Tea” the 
Box Hill Arts Centre is showing an exhibition of contemporary ceramic 
design with the title “My cup of tea”. The exhibition will run from the 
24th to the 29th May. 

This exhibition is a collection of work by two emerging artists, Ingrid 
Tufts and Simone Braund. In the exhibition, the theme of memory is 
explored in the form of mid 20th century kitchen objects, household 
items and teaware. These porcelain pieces have been produced by 
various methods including wheel throwing, hand building and slip 
casting. 

Ingrid and Simone met at TAFE a few years ago and decided to exhibit 
together as they have developed similar interests as they gain experience. 
“I like making functional pieces ” says Ingrid. “I love the whole process 
from the design of objects - to the final finishing of products. Knowing 
that an object that you have created to fulfil a purpose not only works 
but also provides enjoyment to people every day is very satisfying."  

Simone is similarly moved to create beautiful functional pieces. Inspired 
by patterns and textures, oriental ceramic forms and glazes, and the 
international Arts & Craft and Bauhaus movements of the 20th Century, 
Simone’s current work explores form and texture through the detritus 
and everyday packaging created by capitalism and globalisation. By re-
creating these ubiquitous forms and textures in porcelain, and rendering 
them to be no longer disposable, she hopes to remind people of the 
importance of responsible recycling and enjoying the “here and now” 
through the use and contemplation of beautiful functional objects.    

Inspired by Marcel Proust’s “remembrance of things past”, this 
exhibition is a collection of work that reflects Simone and Ingrid’s 
current practice and interests in the studio.
